Guidelines of Incident Personnel Accountability 

Accountability: This system is developed to identify important information regarding all emergency personnel working in a hazardous environment thought out Lebanon County.

This system will: 

1) Identify individual personnel and their company, operating in a hazardous environment.

2) Identify the geographical location (division / quadrant) where personnel are deployed.

3) Provide a means to identify medical conditions or important information about firefighters working at any incident.

System Tools: 


1) Each firefighter will be issued three accountability tags, which will designate the company name, firefighters name, photo and ID number. 

2) Each company will be issued one accountability board and one accountability vest to be carried on apparatus. 

3) Each company will be issued standard connecting hardware to employ a countywide standard use system

4) Each company will be issued firefighter medical information forms to be completed by each firefighter and kept in the inside coat pocket. Medical Information forms are voluntary and at the discretion of individual companies and firefighters 

5) At the discretion of each company, the following color code background may be used. 

Yellow – Interior Firefighter/ Hazmat Technician 

Red – Probationary Firefighter/ Operations Level HazMat 

Blue – Exterior or Junior Firefighter/ Non HazMat personnel 

White – Standard issue color. Since it is ultimately up to each company’s chief to determine each firefighters qualifications to work in a specific area.

System Process and Implementation: 

1) One tag will be deployed at a single collection point on the apparatus in which the firefighter is riding. (Generally in the area of the officer’s seat)

2) Firefighters responding via personal vehicle should deploy their tag on their company’s apparatus, at the designated collection point.

3) The second tag should be deployed to the accountability officer upon entry to the hazardous area. In the event that an accountability officer has not been appointed, the second tag will be deployed at the pump panel of the attack engine nearest the point of entry. 

4) Upon leaving the hazardous environment, the firefighter will pick up the second tag from the accountability officer or the attack engine where the tag was deployed. 

5) Upon re-entry or re-assignment, the second tag will be handed off to the accountability officer. 
Notes: 

1) In order for this system to work properly, the Incident  Commander must establish the Accountability Officer early in the incident. 

2) The Incident Commander must make a general announcement to all units regarding the establishment of accountability. 

3) The Accountability Officer must collect and organize the tags in an orderly fashion and communicate clearly, the company assignments from command. 
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
